The Children’s House family has been growing at a steady, healthy pace for nearly 40 years, providing a first-rate education and facility for our children to grow. Each classroom is arranged for the comfort of our children to gain the optimum educational experience during their time with us. Our teachers take pride in their work and in the accomplishments of each of our Children’s House students. As a Board and school leadership, we want to assure that the teachers and children have everything they need to grow and learn at the school. 





We have outgrown our spaces and have an opportunity to reclaim the majority of the upstairs of our House. A build-out of some 1300 sq ft. space took place in 2003, creating five areas for community gathering, work breaks, resource storage and development, and project development. Now it’s time to finish the upstairs space and to put it to good use!


 


Five Naming Opportunities are available for this project and this year’s House Fund:





Conference Room. Requested Investment to Name This Space - $20,000


Children’s House hosts parent and internal meetings using the open space in the lower level of the school. The purpose of this new conference room is to provide a meeting place for large groups and small to gather to conduct the work of the school. This space will have adequate natural light, offer computer workstations, and the Children’s House family a new gathering space to get work completed and to get to know one another. This will help our parents and school teachers and administrators to work in a productive, supportive environment for our children’s benefit.





Staff Lounge. Requested Investment to Name This Space – $10,000


Currently, Children’s House teachers do not have a dedicated space for relaxing during much needed work breaks. They take their time away from the classroom in the busy work room just off of the classrooms, which doesn’t allow them a chance to rest and re-focus before returning to the classroom. This space will provide staff and teachers a relaxing place to break away from the classroom and energize them to return to the classroom. 





Volunteer Office. Requested Investment to Name This Space - $10,000


Countless parents have volunteered their time to work and enhance our school. Whether for the Winter Bazaar, Auction or planning parent and classroom projects, this room will allow parent volunteers to conduct work in a dedicated space.  





Kitchenette.  Requested Investment to Name This Space - $5,000


This kitchen space will allow parents, teachers, and the staff to prepare meals for breaks and events. Currently, this takes place in the classroom kitchen areas and can be disruptive to our children who are resting and challenging for meetings being held on the upper level. 





Resource Room. Requested Investment to Name This Space - $5,000


Classroom and volunteer supplies and work items will be available in this space. Teachers and volunteers will use this space to prepare projects and lessons for the classroom and fundraising events.





These naming opportunities are limited and may be shared among several constituents. You may choose to honor your child, a teacher, a classroom, or a loved one with these spaces – feel free to get creative. However you choose to participate in this effort, we hope you will take advantage of this opportunity to pay it forward for future Children’s House families to experience.
